Description
The	organ	was	constructed	by	G.	F.	Steinmeyer	&	Co.	in	1905.	In	1961,	it	underwent	changes	by
Wilhelm	Wagner	in	Grötzingen,	during	which	some	of	the	organ	stops	were	modified	or	replaced.	A
reconstruction	to	its	original	state	was	carried	out	by	Joachim	Popp	in	2004.
