Karlskoga kyrka houses a notable organ built by Akerman & Setterquist from Strdngnés in 1858.
This instrument underwent significant modifications by E.A. Setterquist & Son in Orebro in 1916,
and later by Walter Thir AB in Torshalla in 1986. The organ features three manuals with 56 keys
(C-g3) and a pedalboard with 30 notes (C-f1), reflecting its historical evolution and ongoing use in

the church's musical liturgy.
